This Certificate program runs approximately 22-25 weeks during the evening hours (5 to 9 p.m.) Monday through

Friday.  Some weekends are required for blocks of firearms and driving training.  All cadets are required to have a 

physical examination and a fingerprint check completed at least 21 days prior to the start of each academy (No cadets

will be accepted after this deadline) .  The physical examination WILL BE AT THE CADET'S EXPENSE.  Fingerprint

checks are required for ALL CADETS (persons convicted of a felony or domestic violence are not eligible for this

program).  Fingerprint cards are provided by the Academy only (see Program Director).  Uniform expenses will be

borne by the cadet.
