Watch for announcements about when to submit your letter of intent for the Path2BSN program. You will need to have
a cumulative GPA of 3.2. Once your letter of intent is approved, you will be advised when to submit an application,
resume and transcripts to Ohio State.

Next, you'll need to pass the NCLEX-RN exam to become a licensed Registered Nurse (RN). You can apply to the Ohio
State program before you take the NCLEX, but you will need to have passed it before enrolling in NRSADVN 4240
Concepts in Community Health Nursing.
