PRE-ADMISSION COURSE REQUIREMENTS FOR SUR.AAS program
The Associate of Applied Science degree program in Surgical Technology is a selection-based program,
meaning a student must APPLY to the program and then be SELECTED into the program before being able to meet graduation
requirements. The following COTC courses (or their equivalents) must be completed prior to being admitted into the SUR.AAS
program. All courses must be completed with a grade of C (2.00) or better.
1. MTH-1205 Introduction to Algebra
2. BIO-1705 Introduction to Biology
3. (CHM-1700 Basic Chemistry and CHM-1710 General Organic Chemistry) or (CHM-1713 Chemistry Fundamentals)

For Surgical Technology, a minimum grade of C (2.00) or better is mandatory in all Surgical Technology technical
courses. The science and support courses in which a grade lower than a C (2.00) is received may be repeated without
losing program status. However, such courses may be repeated only once, and a grade of C or better must be then achieved.
